Toldt Development has broken ground on a $62 million, mixed-used development within the Farmers Market 
neighborhood.  The development will include over 650 housing units and 47,000 sq. ft. of prime retail space.  The 
buildings will include a contemporary design and upscale amenities.  Housing units will include a mix of high-
end condominiums, town homes, and apartments.   
  
In 2000, the City of West Allis established a Tax Increment Financing District over 17 acres of the City’s most 
desirable locations.  This site offered the City a unique opportunity to create an innovative, desirable, and 
attractive high-density commercial/residential development, as it neighbors the historic Farmers Market and is in 
a prime location in the metro-Milwaukee area.

RECENT INVESTMENTS 
 
Berkshire 
 
The Berkshire development kicked off this spur of redevelopment, located 
on the northeast corner of S. 65 St. and W. Greenfield Ave., by opening its 
doors for residents in December of 2004.  The project was a 1.3-acre, $7 
million development with 80 units of senior living and is now home to 
State Farm Insurance and Q Real American Food restaurant.  More

Summit Place 
 
Located north of the West Allis Towne Centre is the former Allis-Chalmers 
Manufacturing Co. facility, now Summit Place Office Complex.  When the 
$52 million development is completed, the former manufacturing facility 
will add over 3,000 jobs to West Allis and 650,000 square feet of office 
space.  The addition of Anthem BlueCross and BlueShield as a tenant has 
made this development metro-Milwaukee’s 2nd largest office complex.     
 
 
 

S. 63 St. to S. 64 St. along W. Greenfield Ave. 
 
The City of West Allis has recently chosen a developer for this 
block, along the north side of W. Greenfield Ave.  An $11 
million mixed-use development will be built on this 1.2-acre 
site, to include 42 condominium units (including six penthouse 
condominiums on the fourth and fifth floors), with prices 
ranging from $164,000 to $350,000, and 22,000 square feet of 
street-level retail space.  The developers are Brian Kliesmet 
and Steven Stewart of West Allis Development, LLC, and the 
development project will be called the Belmont Center.  
Construction will begin in the fall of 2006. 

 
 

Farmers Market  
 
The City of West Allis has undertaken a renovation 
project of the historic Farmers Market.  The facility 
stayed much the same but now features a Mediterranean-
style roof, enhanced landscaping, decorative lighting and 
benches, and architectural entrances.  The Farmers 
Market is one of the longest running markets in the metro 
area.  Construction was completed in July 2006.
